The Council shall enact, revise
and abolish ordinances of local governments and deliberate and resolve the budget bill
and settlement of accounts.

In addition, the executive branch shall observe and check the department of execution
through audit and investigation of administrative affairs of local governments, and handle
matters belonging to its authority under the repair of petition submitted by district residents,
other statutes and ordinance.

1. Audit of administrative affairs of the Steering Committee

An audit of administrative affairs is conducted for less than 9 days during the
regular session and requires the council to grasp the real condition of overall
administrative affairs of the Gangseo-gu Office correctly and correct wrong ones.
Specific issues of administrative affairs may be investigated by resolution of the
plenary session through a motion of at least 1/3 of the incumbent members of
the council. If necessary, the Council can request the investigation of affairs,
request documents, summon governor, officials, and/or other parties, or request
their testimonials.
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2. Audit of administrative affairs of the Administration and Finance Commitee
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3. Audit of administrative affairs of the Future and Welfare Committee
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4. Audit of administrative affairs of the City and Transportation Committee
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Acceptance and
handling of petitions
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Petitions can be submitted in writing by a citizen with the reference of a member.
It can contain one’s hope or suggestions and is deliberated and processedby
one of the committees or at the assembly. The petition is subject to relief from
damage, punishment of corrupt officials, enactment, revision or abolition of
legal order rules, operation of public systems or facilities and other matters
under authority of public institutions.

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- User fee, service charges, or allotted charges other than those prescribed by
statutes, imposition and collection of local taxes or admission fees

- Establishment and operation of funds

- Acquisition and disposal of important property

- Installation and disposal of public facilities

- The quitclaim and repudiation of liability that are outside the budget, Acts or
Ordinances

- Other matters of authority by statutes

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The Gangseo-gu Council is operated as a plenary session and a committee, and
the committee consists of a standing committee and a special committee.
Meetings are divided into regular meetings, which must be held, and extraordinary
meetings, which are held from time to time as needed. The total number of days
of the annual meetings shall not exceed 130 days, which include regular meetings
and extraordinary meetings. Regular meetings shall be held twice a year.
Extraordinary meetings shall be convened by the chairman upon the request of
the Gangseo-gu governor or at least one-third of the registered members.

It is @ meeting organization consisting of a small number of council members
with expertise in the field to efficiently and professionally examine various bills.
Except for the chairman, all members belong to three standing committees
to examine bills and petitions related to the competent departments of each
committee.

Currently, the Gangseo-gu Council consists of four standing committees: the
council steering committee, the administration and finance committee, the
future and welfare committee, and the city and transportation committee.
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The Plenary session shall consist of all members of the Gangseo-gu Council and
shall finally determine the intentions of the Gangseo-gu council.

It shall be opened with the attendance of at least 1/3 of incumbent members,
and a resolution shall be made with the attendance of a majority of incumbent
members and the approval of a majority of those present, except in Special cases.

If itis related to the competencyof several standing committees or needs to
investigate special issues, it will be temporarily organized and operated by a
resolution of the plenary session.
